O        n the first day of Ramadan, a day marked by 
Islamic tradition and fasting, Omran and Rachid 
stood on a remote Moroccan beach to defy  
Islam. With this one act, they could be seen as 
traitors to their country, their families, and their 
religion. As the waves rolled in, they stepped 
forward to be baptized in the name of Jesus 
Christ by Leading The Way’s Field Team—and 
leave Islam behind. 

Omran and Rachid’s search for peace centered 
around one question: “Who is Jesus?” And in a 
country like Morocco, where sharing the Gospel 
is illegal, they found the answer not in a church 
but on a screen.

Both Omran and Rachid reached out to Leading 
The Way’s Field Team. They studied Scripture, 
asked hard questions, and counted the cost of 
following Christ.

“I stood in the ocean, confessing that Jesus is my 
Lord and Savior. I now belong to the family of Christ. 
I am created anew,” Rachid said. 

“It was a new day when I went under the water,” 
Omran said. “The KINGDOM SAT team came 
especially to celebrate that moment with me.”

Our KINGDOM SAT channel, online 
streaming, and dual-language 
programs break through government 
restrictions and language barriers—
making Biblical Truth accessible to 
viewers in restricted areas. 

Field Teams help connect new 
believers with a local church or, 
in places where public worship is 
dangerous, an underground church. 
Over time, these groups grow and 
multiply.

New believers participate in 
discipleship training through 
secure online platforms or in-
person meetings, which help them 
understand Scripture, live out their 
faith, and prepare for baptism.

Through one-on-one conversations,  
Field Team members answer  
questions, share the Gospel,  
and lead the lost to Christ.

Moved by what they’ve seen, viewers  
contact us for answers. These 
inquiries are routed to Leading The 
Way’s Biblically-trained counselors 
living in their region. 

Through powerful, culturally relevant 
programming—featuring solid Bible 
teachers, powerful testimonies, and 
indigenous worship—viewers hear the 
Gospel, many for the very first time.

rom the war between Israel and Iran to the 
stunning collapse of the Assad regime in Syria, this 
past year has been one of unprecedented upheaval 
in the Middle East and North Africa.

As ballistic missiles fell over Israel, our Israeli Field 
Coordinator shared, “Fear fills the air. Pray that 
hearts would be opened to see the Messiah—the true 
hope and salvation of Israel.”

Libya fell into militia warfare. Sudan burned in 
civil conflict. Chaos erupted in Gaza and Yemen. 
Yet through it all, the Gospel advanced. Through 
our KINGDOM SAT channel, dual-language 
programming, embedded Field Teams, and secure 
digital platforms, you enabled us to proclaim the 
Gospel 24/7 directly into the world’s most restricted 
and war-torn places—reaching hearts in real time.

And we know God is moving: We’ve heard directly 
from viewers in Syria, Israel, Yemen, Sudan, and 
beyond—people desperate for peace, asking 
questions about Jesus and responding to the hope 
of the Gospel in the midst of crisis.

Biblically-Trained Counselors  
on the Ground:  In some of the world’s most  
restricted and dangerous regions, our  
courageous Field Teams are following up with  
seekers and new believers—in person, online, by  
phone, and through secure, encrypted apps— 
offering prayer, discipleship, and connection to  
Christian community.

Multilingual Outreach:  Every day, Dr. Michael 
Youssef’s messages are reaching hearts in their  
own languages—dubbed and dual-language  
programs in Hebrew, Farsi, and more. This includes 
Hebrew radio broadcasts into Bethlehem and  
Farsi satellite TV reaching into the heart of Iran— 
bringing hope where it’s needed most.

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“People in our country are mostly illiterate, and 
these villages are very dangerous. The Gospel 
has never entered these places,” she says. “We 
are there to [answer God’s call], ‘Let my people 
go.’ When we give the Navigator to people, 
there’s a breaking of their strongholds, and they 
accept the Gospel.”

Every trip into a new village carries risk, yet 
Leading The Way’s indigenous partners still 
go. They travel treacherous roads and brave 
imminent danger to reach those who have 
never heard about the love of Christ—and God 
upholds them. One partner shared, “As our team 
left one of the villages, a group of Muslim men 
began chasing their van. They had just finished 
preaching door to door in one of the villages 
where 18 people had just accepted the Lord.” By 
God’s grace, they escaped in the nick of time.

The fruit has been nothing short of supernatural. 
Earlier this year, you helped us reach a major 
milestone: delivering Navigators to our one 
hundredth remote village in Bangladesh. In the 
months leading up to this moment, field partners 
reported 2,529 recorded decisions for Christ, 
over 13,000 Navigators distributed, and 25 new 	
house churches planted.

Through your partnership, God is transforming 
entire villages. What was once a place of 
resistance is now a beacon of hope where many 
are being baptized in the name of Jesus—a 
testament to God establishing His Church in 
every corner of the world.

pproximately 276 of Bangladesh’s 299 people 
groups remain unreached by the Gospel. For  
years, the hostility toward Christianity left little  
room for hope. But even amid this  
devastating spiritual drought, God is  
causing rivers of living water to flow  
where the soil once seemed barren.

Minu* is one of many of
Leading The Way’s indigenous
missionaries who are witnessing  
this firsthand as we distribute
solar-powered Navigators
in remote villages.

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In March 2024, just yards away from the 
cathedral where he was ordained, Dr. Michael 
Youssef preached an evangelistic message to 
thousands in the heart of Australia. Across the 
three-part event, 1,000 people—over half of them 
youth—responded to the Gospel invitation.

One was a young man who had been teetering 
on the edge of faith for years—until that night. 
When he stood in response to Dr. Youssef’s 
message of salvation, he gave his life to Jesus—
an answer to his wife’s prayers. Another family 
shared, “We drove several hours to get here. 
We didn’t know where our teenage daughter 
was spiritually. Tonight, she said yes to Jesus.” 
The night prior, rows of young men and women 
sprang to their feet at the youth event. “I will 
never forget the sound of the chairs flicking 
as youth in droves stood in response on Friday 
night,” one volunteer recalled.

his past year, Leading The Way  
witnessed a powerful move of God in  
unexpected places—from Australia to  
South Korea and beyond. Young people 
encountered Jesus for the first time.  
Soldiers responded to the Gospel. And 
transformed individuals led their families to 
Christ. Through your partnership, this  
movement of God’s Spirit is rippling across  
cities, nations, and cultures.

South Korea, Dr. Youssef brought a message 
of hope to thousands.

The 
culmination came at Nonsan Army Training 
Center, where thousands of soldiers stood to 
make decisions for Christ.

At Far East Broadcasting Company’s 
headquarters in Seoul, Dr. Youssef spoke 
at a national prayer meeting, sharing from 
Proverbs 18:10, “The world is currently 
engulfed in fear and worry. But no matter 
how unstable the world may be, we are safe 
because we can find refuge in God, who is a 
strong fortress.”

“We were in a real lull,” Pastor Joe Kerrigan recalled of his 
church in Dublin. “We lost half our members. Maybe it had 
become a little religious, a little [formulaic]. It happens 
everywhere.” That was before Leading The Way’s Hope 
Ireland Celebration in 2023. When Dr. Youssef preached 
the Gospel at the Dublin Convention Centre, Pastor Joe 
says, “He brought the spark that created the flame.”

By God’s grace, more than a year later, the flame hasn’t 
gone out. After Hope Ireland, new people started coming 
in waves—especially young people. “They became our 
greatest evangelists,” Joe shares. “It was a constant  
flow . . . and it had ripple effects.”

The church that once felt stagnant is now overflowing 
with life. New believers are being discipled. People are 
bringing their friends. Baptisms are taking place. The 
broken are being restored. And Jesus is at the center.

Looking back, Pastor Joe knows this move of God isn’t 
something they manufactured. “We didn’t create the fire,” 
he says. “We just said yes. And the Spirit of God began 
to move.” More than a year later, the spark from Hope 
Ireland is a raging wildfire of revival—and the Church in 
Ireland is still burning with the light of Christ.

The kitchen, where she 
would have normally stood at 10 a.m., was reduced 
to rubble.

Beginning with 
Boston and Washington, D.C., in Fall 2025, these 
city-wide gatherings unite Bible-believing Christians 
in prayer, strengthen their faith, and equip them to 
reach their cities for Christ.

The launch of the all-new AWAKEAmerica.com 
website marks a new phase in this mission. It’s a 
digital hub empowering believers with tools to pray 
for revival and participate in city-wide rallies.

Amid rising election tensions, Leading The Way hosted a 
special Pray for Our Nation Livestream pointing viewers to 
Christ. Approximately 3,000 joined LIVE, with over 23,000 
views in 24 hours.
